2008 SEAason IN REVIEwW

e The 2008 TLU Women's Cross Country season proved to be an exciting
season for the Bulldogs. The Bulldogs hosted the NCAA South/Southeast
Regional Championships. This was the first time that the NCAA Regional
Championship was hosted in the State of Texas. TLU also hosted the

American Southwest Conference Championships. Magan Saenz

e At the ASC Championship Meet, the Bulldogs finished with 82 teams
points and placed fourth behind Mississippi College (46), University of
Texas at Tyler (53), and McMurry University (62).

e The Bulldogs were led by sophomore Magan Saenz, who came into the
meet as the defending ASC individual champion. Saenz finished seventh
with a time of 25:12. Saenz battled through injury during the 2008 cross
country season to earn ASC First Team All-Conference honors.

e TLU sophomore Tiffany Wetz placed eighth overall and earned Second
Team All-ASC honors. Wetz posted a time of 25:32. Freshman Brooke
Basey finished 19th with a time of 26:14, and Libby Gonzales crossed the
finish line in 22nd place with a time of 26:34.

e The Bulldogs then claimed the 26th through 28th spots. Caitlin Wilson
finished 26th with a time of 26:57. Sarah Patterson was 27th with a time
of 27:01, and Jackie Allen was 28th with 27:07.

e The Bulldogs concluded the year with a 20th-place showing at the
NCAA Division IIl Women’s Cross Country South/Southeast Regional Meet.
Wetz was the first ASC runner to cross the finish line with a time of 25:15.
She finished in 60th place. Also competing for the Bulldogs were: Saenz
(26:24), Wilson (26:57), Gonzalez (27:32), Basey (27:38), Allen (27:43),
and Amber Lowe (27:50).

e Earning American Southwest Academic All-Conference honors for 2008
were: Jackie Allen, Amber Lowe, Hillary Davidson, and Caitlin Wilson.
Earning team awards for 2008 were: Tiffany Wetz (named the Most
Valuable Runner), and Jackie Allen (named the Fighting Bulldog).

e In May of 2009, TLU recent graduate Amber Lowe claimed the 17th
ESPN The Magazine Academic All-America honor in school history when
she was named to the Second Team 2008-09 ESPN The Magazine
Academic All-America® College Division Women's Track/Field & Cross
Country Team. Lowe is the fifth multi-year Academic All-America selection
in school history. She was a Third Team Academic All-America selection in
2007-08.

e Lowe advanced to the national ballot for a second consecutive year after
earning First Team Academic All-District VI honors in the college division
for a second time. Lowe graduated from TLU in May with a bachelor’s
degree. She majored in kinesiology and held a perfect 4.0 grade-point
average. Lowe lettered in women'’s cross country (one year), women's track
and field (two years), and women's basketball (two years) in her athletics
career with the Bulldogs.

Lross CounTtrRY HISTORY

Texas Lutheran’s cross country history begins in 1997 with the hiring of Kari Nethery-Kluckhohn as the women’s cross country head
coach. Kluckhohn quickly found 13 student athletes on campus to form a club team that competed in several events during the fall.
From that first club squad, the cross country team had its start. Listed below is a year-by-year account of Texas Lutheran cross

country.

1997

Coach Kari Nethery-Kluckhohn hired as the cross country
coach...Thirteen athletes come together to form the first
team...Bulldogs compete in five events in the fall, culminating in
a trip to the NAIA Southwest Regional Cross Country
Championships...The team finishes fourth, with Kristen Wakashige
and Debbie DeBerry placing in the Top 20.

1998

Texas Lutheran competes in five cross country meets in the
fall...The team finishes second at the Southwestern Invitational
and the University of the Incarnate Word Invitational...The
Bulldogs place fifth at the NAIA Southwest Regional Cross
Country Meet at Oklahoma Baptist University.

1999

The Bulldogs finish second in the university's first-ever
appearance in the American Southwest Conference Cross Country
Championship...TLU is second to Mississippi College by three
points...Kristen Wakashige and Susan Ehrig earn First Team
All-Conference honors...Wakashige, Ehrig, and Molly Lasater earn
ASC Runner of the Week honors...Sarah Ehler, Lezlie Henneke,
Nichole Sieracki, Lindsey Skinner and Wakashige are named to
the American Southwest Conference All-Academic Cross Country
Team.

2000

Connie Hand-Widenor succeeds Nethery-Kluckhohn as coach of
the women'’s cross-country and track team...Texas Lutheran enters
its second full season with the American Southwest
Conference...Kristen Wakashige wins the University of Dallas
Invitational while TLU places second in the meet... Wakashige and
Molly Lasater place in the Top Ten in the American Southwest
Conference and are named All-Conference runners.

2001

Kandice Holamon named coach of women'’s cross-country and
track team...Molly Lasater wins the University of Dallas and
Dallas Baptist Invitationals and is named ASC Runner of the Week
twice...TLU finishes third in the American Southwest Conference
championships with five runners in the top 20 and Lasater
placing third...Lasater (First Team) and Jennifer Ybarra (Honorable
Mention) are named to the All-Conference team...Lasater, Nichole
Sieracki and Anna Williams are named to the ASC All-Academic
Cross-Country team.

2002

Texas Lutheran wins the American Southwest Conference
championship with a near perfect score of 22...The conference
title is the first-ever ASC title for a TLU varsity sport...Jennifer
Ybarra finishes as the conference’s individual runner-up...Bulldogs
claim six of the top 10 spots and 10 of the top 20...Eight
Bulldogs earn ASC First Team and Second Team All-Conference
honors...Angie Fuchik, Lauren Parke, Lynn Shaver, Julie Sodolak
and Anna Williams named to the ASC Fall All-Academic Team.

2003

The Bulldogs win their second consecutive American Southest
Conference title with a dominating performance from the top
seven runners, which all place in the Top 20...First-year runner
Samara Williams wins the individual title and becomes TLU's first
individual champion and first ASC Freshman of the Year...Fellow
freshman Elisa Suarez finishes as the conference runner-up, and
Coach Kandice Holamon is named the ASC Coach of the
Year...Williams, Suarez, Julie Sodolak, Christalina Avalos and Tina

Gadway all earn ASC All-Conference honors...Bulldogs race in the
South/Southeast Regional Meet in Atlanta and finish
10th...Williams named to All-Region Team.

2004

Texas Lutheran wins third American Southwest Conference
Women's Cross Country Championship in a row...Samara Williams
wins second consecutive ASC individual title...Patricia Hank
named ASC Freshman of the Year...Williams and Jenny Lillemon
on First Team All-Conference...Hank, Jennifer Ybarra and Tracy
Dodds on Second Team All-Conference...Kandice Holamon Erwin
named ASC Women'’s Cross Country Coach of the Year for third
consecutive year...Samara Williams places 14th at NCAA Division
11l South/Southeast Regional Cross Country meet and earns
All-Region honor...Ten Bulldogs named to ASC Academic
All-Conference squad.

2005

The Texas Lutheran women'’s cross country team's three-year reign
atop the American Southwest Conference comes to an end with a
third-place finish at the 2005 ASC Championships...The Bulldogs
finish with 92 teams points and place behind host Mississippi
College (45) and McMurry (72)...TLU sophomore Patti Hank
finishes fourth with a time of 24:59.47. Hank, the 2004 ASC
Freshman of the Year, earns ASC First Team All-Conference honors
in 2005...TLU freshman Chelsea Cox places 12th overall and
earns Second Team All-ASC honors. Cox posts a time of
26:04.03...The Texas Lutheran women's cross country team
finishes its 2005 season with a 20th-place showing at the NCAA
Division Il Women's Cross Country South/Southeast Regional
Meet in Conway, Ark....Hank is the top Bulldog runner at the
regional meet, crossing the line in 25 minutes, 37.9 seconds. She
was 70th overall.

2006

In Head Coach Patrick Zarate's first year as head coach, Texas
Lutheran finishes second at ASC Championship Meet (34 points
behind McMurry)...Staci Jackson earns ASC First Team All-

Conference honors with runner-up finish at the ASC meet, held at
the University of Texas at Tyler...Jackson crosses the line in 25
minutes flat...Renae Bignall just misses First Team All-Conference
honors with an eighth-place finish. Bignall gets a spot in the All-
ASC Second Team with a time of 26:18...Rhonda Fetty is the final
Bulldog in the Top 20, with a time of 26:33...Jackson leads
Bulldog in every race in which she competes and posts five Top
15 finishes...Jackson misses South/Southeast Regional meet in
Atlanta, Ga., where Bulldog place 16th...Six Bulldog collect ASC
Academic All-Conference honors.

2007

Bulldogs place third at ASC Championships, hosted by McMurry
University in Abilene, Texas...TLU freshman Magan Saenz wins
individual title and earns ASC Runner of the Year and ASC
Freshman of the Year honors...Saenz became Texas Lutheran’s
third individual women's cross country champion when she
crossed the finish line in 24 minutes, 16.65 seconds. Saenz
edged Rachel Hardin of Mississippi College, who finished in
24:28.57...The Bulldogs and Texas-Tyler each produced 71 points
in the team race. TLU took third officially because the Bulldogs'
sixth runner, Dana Robbins, placed ahead of the sixth runner from
Texas-Tyler...TLU's Sarah Patterson (Yoakum/Yoakum) also
earned ASC First Team All-Conference honors with a seventh-
place showing. Patterson, a freshman, had a time of 25:20.94.

2008

Bulldogs take fourth at the 2008 ASC Championships and place
20th at the NCAA Division Il South/Southeast Regional
Championships. .. Senior cross country member Amber Lowe
named Second Team Academic All-American...Sophomore Magan
Saenz finishes seventh at ASC Championship Meet and earns ASC
First Team All-Conference honors for a second consecutive
year...Sophomore Tiffany Wetz places eighth at the ASC
Championships and earns Second Team All-ASC honors...Wetz
leads all ASC participants at the NCAA DIl South/Southeast
Regional Championships...TLU hosts both ASC Championships
and NCAA DIl South/Southeast Regional Championship meets.
